The North East Counties Athletics Association Fell Running Championships 2004
Background

During 2004 a new format for establishing a North East Counties Athletics Association (NECAA) Fell Running (FR) Champion was introduced. The NECAA FR Championships for 2004 was a competition held over a series of six races with an individual male or female’s best four races counting towards the championship. The races were selected from A or B Medium category races as published in the FRA calendar. Two races were chosen from each of the fell running areas encompassed by NECAA i.e. Northumberland, Durham Cleveland and North Yorkshire.

The competition was open to all those who were born in or had been resident for more than one year within the boundaries of the old NECAAA. That is Whitby, north to Berwick upon Tweed i.e. Northumberland, Durham, Tyne and Wear, Cleveland and part of the North Riding. The results were calculated on the basis of:  1st 50 points, 2nd 48 points, 3rd 46 points and then 45, 44, 43 points  etc. in each of the categories.
